3. Plants, containers, potting soil, trowels and watering cans will be
provided. Contestants may bring pruning shears if they wish.

4. The host of each challenge will introduce contestants, announce the
start of the competition and issue a five-minute warning when time is
about to run out. While designers are working, the host will share
container gardening tips with the audience.

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6. The audience will select the winner of each contest by applause and/or a show of hands. Cheering, whistling and foot-
stomping are permitted; shouting suggestions to contestants while they work is discouraged.
